Hazelwood City Update

According to the St. Louis Suburban Journals, there were
approximately 300 people in attendance at the City Council's
"special" meeting to hear and pass an ordinance restricting
the practice of hunting within the city limits.

Most of the action on thisissue transpired while | was
overseas so0 | attended the meeting to try and get caught up.

Short and sweet. The audience got to hear from the city
attorney [who works for several municipalities] and the
mayor and the police chief on why after all these decades...
Hazelwood now needed an ordinance regulating hunting.

To their credit, the council did NOT simply ignore the people
who complained about the ordinance. The council voted
down and ordinance on discharge of firearms. They took up,
under the "emergency" clause teh second Hunting bill, and
from the prior discussion there was no doubt they would pass
it.

The council DID seek out help and comments from the
Conservation Department and the NRA. Both these
individuals modified the original bill to improveit.

Bottom Line: Passage of SB225 [or was it SB255] iswhat

caused this unneccesary knee-jerk response on the part of the
city council of Hazelwood. Under the bill, if the city did not
have an ordinancein effect prior to 28 August, they would
NOT be allowed to pass one in the future.

You al know how politicians feel when you tell them they
can't pass alaw [good or bad]... they get nervous. So to
firmly plant the flag for Hazelwood in the issue of restricting
hunting... the ordinance was passed unanimously.

| need to point out that the fact that the city council of
Hazelwood actually sought out help to correct a proposed bill
isunusua for them. Of course a part of the reason for this
was the enthusiastic interest of so many citizens.

| still have not been able to review the ordinance as passed
but | am sure there are problemsin it. | talked with the
mayor, the chief and some of the council members after the
meeting and they said they are committed to continue to
listen to us and amend the ordinance as necessary.

Thanks to all who took time out to come to the event and
show your sentiments.
