President’s Message

No Good Choices

The political landscape for 2008 |eaves anyone concerned with 2nd Amendment issues
with amigraine headache. At the national level, none of the viable presidential
candidates of either party areinclined to “our” way of thinking. Should either Obama
or Hillary become President, we will have the fight of our lives at hand. Obama.is the
worst case scenario at this moment. He is the “Manchurian Candidate” and a product of
the blessing and tutelage of the Chicago Democratic machine. By comparison, Hillary
isamoderate and, at |east, there is a chance she can be beaten by any Republican
nominee. On the Republican side, the likely candidate McCain, is no friend of the 2A
but at least he is unlikely to waste political capitol to destroy it.

S0, where does that |eave “us’? First, we must work to assure that 2A friendly
candidates are elected to represent Missouri in both the US Senate and House of
Representatives.

As aresult, the political landscape in Missouri for the 2008 legidlative
session (especially for firearm/range related issues) is likely to be unproductive.

As GCLA members and Missourians, al we can dois put our time and resources at the
disposal of those candidates who are committed to the 2nd Amendment. Beyond that,
we need to “wake up” the fence sitters and get them to see the handwriting on the wall.

Stay tuned folks. We have the fight of our lives on our hands. On the morning of
November 5, 2008, we could wake up and find that this country and our beliefs have
become irrelevant. Thereis only one person who can change that nightmare ... you.
Thereisonly one way for the 2nd Amendment to be preserved. Every gun rights group
in this nation must unite and face the challenge head on.

The only “good” choice we have is to make our voices heard and, even in the worst
case nightmare happens, let those who will assume power know with absol ute certainty
there will be aterrible political price to be paid if we and the 2nd Amendment become
targets or opportunity.

Majority in U.S. poll support gun ownership rights

WASHINGTON (CNN) -- Nearly twothirds of Americans say Among rural dwellers, 73 percent said they agreed, versus 64
they believe the Constitution guarantees each person the righpeocent and only half (50 percent) of city dwellers who thought
own a gun, according to a poll released Sunday. the same.
