In a complaint filed Monday in U.S. District Court, Dick Heller and two other plaintiffs allege 
that the city's new gun regulations still violate rights guaranteed under the Constitution. 

The lawsuit cites the District of Columbia's unusual ban on firearms that carry more than 12 
rounds of ammunition, which includes most semiautomatic handguns. 

The suit also claims that the city's regulations make it all but impossible for residents to keep a 
gun ready for immediate self defense in the home. 

The Supreme Court struck down Washington's handgun ban June 26. The D.C. Council passed

Board of Directors Election 

The Missouri House and Senate started the session at noon Jan 9, 
2008.  
The last day for introduction of bills is April 1, 2008 
Session Ends May 16, 2008 6:00pm. 
Adjournment May 30, 2008. 
Bills must be vetoed by the Governor by about July 14, 2008. 

During this past legislative year there has been approximately 
1417 House bills and 600 Senate bills. There have been 22 house 
bills and 14 Senate bills that have been of interest and tracked. 
NONE of the bad bills have gotten through. One good bill has 
made it through and will be on its way to the Governor s desk 
once it is signed by the Speaker of The House and the President 
Pro Tem of the Senate. 

SCS HCS HB 2034 creates Hunting Preserves and provides 
protection for shooting ranges. [Munzlinger] Senate Committee 
Substitute has added the language of HB 1765, HB 1798, HB 
1982, HB 1411, SB 1172, and adds new language for unlawful 
refusal to transfer. A dealer would not be allowed to refuse to sell 
you a firearm if you are allowed under law, except for a few 
circumstances. 

Following are the summaries of the bills that were incorporated 
into SCS HCS HB 2034. 

HB 1765 prohibits the release of PTA records unless by court 
order if a sheriff decides to retain them.  

HB 1798 seems to say that someone who invites or allows others 
to hunt or fish on their land is not responsible for injuries to those 
people.  

HB 1982 removes the six month residency from the requirements 
to obtain a Missouri concealed carry endorsement.  

HB 1411 would change 571.070 from prohibiting possession of a 
concealable firearm by someone who has been convicted of a 
dangerous felony to prohibiting possession of a firearm by 
someone who has been convicted of a felony. 

SB 1172 adds explosive weapon to items prohibited to be 
possessed by fugitives from justice or those convicted of 
dangerous felony and allows possession and manufacture of 
firearm suppressors by federal licensees.

"Civil liberties" mean just that to the American Civil Liberties 
Union of Nevada. 

By stating it respects the individual's right to bear arms, subject 
to constitutionally permissible regulations, and that it will defend 
this right as it defends other constitutional rights, the state ACLU 
chapter deserves high praise indeed. 

It apparently is the first state affiliate to oppose the national 
ACLU's position on the Second Amendment, according to The 
Associated Press. 

The Nevada ACLU board of directors was rightly guided by the 
Supreme Court's landmark June ruling, District of Columbia v. 
Heller. The court found that the Second Amendment is not a 

collective right but an individual right. (Incredibly, D.C. Council 
this week might implement new gun legislation that still doesn't 
meet constitutional snuff.) 

Chapter Executive Director Gary Peck said that the individual's 
right also is declared in the state Constitution, reflecting Nevada's 
"long, proud tradition of libertarian skepticism of government 
overreach," the AP reported. 

Mr. Peck might be an ideal candidate to succeed Nadine Strossen, 
who is retiring as president of the national ACLU organization. 
He might be able to convince others at the ACLU that a civil 
liberty means no one should be forced to beg the state's 
permission to be allowed to defend oneself and loved ones.

Daley hints he may drop fight to keep handgun ban

Mayor Daley on Friday cracked the door open to abandoning the 
costly fight to uphold Chicago's 1982 handgun freeze -- if he can 
fashion a replacement ordinance that protects the safety of first-
responders. 

Until now, Daley had promised to defend Chicago's ordinance all 
the way to the U.S. Supreme Court, despite what he called the 
dangerous precedent set by the court. 

On June 26, the Supreme Court overturned a Washington, D.C., 
handgun ban on grounds that the Second Amendment guarantees 
the right to possess a handgun in your home for self-defense.  

The National Rifle Association then filed lawsuits seeking to 
overturn handgun bans in Chicago, Morton Grove, Evanston and 
Oak Park. 

Wilmette and Morton Grove preemptively repealed their bans.  

Now that both suburbs have thrown in the towel, and newspaper 
editorials have urged Daley to do the same to save millions in 
legal costs on a fight he can't win, he appears to be having second 

thoughts. 

At a news conference called to tout the 6,848 guns collected at 
last week's gun turn-in program, Daley was asked point-blank 
whether he would continue the legal fight to keep Chicago's 
handgun ban. 

"We don't know yet. ... We're not gonna run away. We're gonna 
try to figure this out," he said. 

Under further questioning, the mayor said city attorneys would 
simultaneously contest the law and work on a possible 
replacement. 

Chicagoans with guns in their homes might be required to have 
insurance to protect taxpayers from frivolous lawsuits, he said. 

"We're talking about putting first-responders in a very, very 
delicate position of people being armed without being notified 
how many guns they have in their homes," Daley said. "We have 
to be able to fashion a law that truly protects first-responders and 
protects the citizens."

Friday, July 25, 2008  

The town of Wilmette, Illinois had a handgun ban on their 
books for almost 20 years.  You may remember the town 
for its outrageous prosecution of Hale DeMar--the man in 
Wilmette who was forced to use a handgun to defend 
himself and his family against a convicted criminal who 
had broken into his home for the second time in as many 
nights.  

Well, in the wake of last month's historic Supreme Court 
decision protecting an individual right to possess firearms, 
village trustees in the northern Chicago suburb recently 
voted unanimously to repeal the egregious ban and strike it 
from the books.  

NRA filed lawsuits challenging local gun bans in Chicago 
and three of its suburbs the day after the Supreme Court 
decision.  And the suits are already having an effect. Two 
of those three suburbs have already repealed their bans.  

Wilmette officials have reportedly said the ban would 
probably not withstand legal challenges.  A story on today's 
Chicagotribune.com noted that, unlike the other suburbs, 
Wilmette officials say they believe NRA didn't file suit 
against them because the village stopped enforcing the ban 
right after the Supreme Court ruling. The article also 
reported that Wilmette trustee Lali Watt says she doesn't 
believe her town has the necessary resources to fight NRA 
and keep the ban.
